As is my custom, I offer this 

original paragraph from the first challenge in 2001.  I cannot improve on 

it as an explanation for our motive:     

 

I do not believe there is any one thing that women can do to more glorify 

God, strengthen our nation, nurture our children, build up the church, 

expand missions, and fight the forces of evil than to pray for men in com-

mitted and persevering ways.

6And he will turn the hearts of 

fathers to their children and the hearts of children to their fathers, lest I 

come and strike the land with a decree of utter destruction."  

 

The healing of our decadence will not come first from programs, but 

rather from repentance. We need transformed men whose hearts have 

turned to their sons and sons whose hearts have turned to their fathers.  

Please put on your list estranged and wandering fathers and sons that you 

know in your church, community, or family. Pray that they would be re-

stored to God and one another in masculine love. (This is not something 

that we women can do; only God can do this.)
